Draft Resolution for Online Course Review Policy

Whereas, the online environment has become an important medium for course content delivery;

And, whereas online pedagogy is substantially different than classroom pedagogy;

And, three new undergraduate degree programs have been approved for online delivery;

And more and more courses are being offered both fully online and as hybrid courses;

And there is a need to ensure the quality of such courses;

And, an increasing number of instructors are exploring the possibility of online course materials, thus there is a need to ensure faculty preparedness for such courses;

And, there is increasing support and demand for online courses;

And, there is currently no consistent mechanism for designating such courses in the Schedule of Classes;

Be it resolved that, a committee should be created and charged by the Faculty Senate with establishing guidelines for hybrid and online course delivery;

And that said committee will be charged with the review of online and hybrid courses;

And that said courses must receive the approval of department, college and university curriculum committees and the proposed Online Course Review Committee;

And, that approved hybrid and online courses will receive specific designations in the Schedule of Classes and the Undergraduate and Graduate Catalogs.
