2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

A. For the field of Comparative Government and Politics, the department has a number of subject matter objectives. They are: students will understand major approaches to the study of comparative politics; students will understand the major theories of studying of comparative government and politics students will be acquainted with the structure, processes, and operation of a number of non-American political systems students will be aware of the varied ways in which government and political systems are organized and operated. This course will help to meet these goals. 
B. All Political Science Majors will have an understanding of the American Political system including knowledge of the U.S. Constitution, Federalism, the institutions and their operation, an understanding of their basic constitutional rights, and the role of parties and groups.  In addition, all majors and legal studies minors will have the required analytical skills needed for the analysis of political phenomena (Cognitive Development 1), exhibit writing proficiency in the discipline, and be prepared for employment, graduate school/and or professional school (Skills Objectives 1 and 2).  The proposed course facilitates these assessment objectives as follows:
a. Upon completing this course students should be able to:
i. Students will have a broad knowledge of the development of law and legal practices.  They will be able to understand how politics shape and influence the evolution and interpretation of civil rights 
legal doctrine. In particular, they will be able to identify patterns in landmark United States 
Supreme Court rulings that help us understand better why our civil rights protections are extended or limited as the case may be.
ii. Students will learn to identify various modes of judicial decision making (e.g. legal, plain meaning, attitudinal).  In additional, they will be able to identify the strengths and weaknesses of these models of decision making.
iii. Students will exhibit writing proficiency in the discipline using the course material to case briefs, essays, and to complete short answer/essay examinations.
iv. Students will understand the interrelationship between the Court, other branches of the national government, and politics.
3. Rationale:

These courses fill a gap in the political science curriculum.

None. These courses will be taught as part of the normal course rotation for the professors proposing the courses.
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
