Course justification:


This course fills a curricular gap in the sociology curriculum.  Sociology of Terrorism is a course with important ramifications that has recently been developed in sociology curricula around the country.  An understanding of the causes and consequences of terrorism is an essential component of a comprehensive criminal justice education.
