1. Exact description of request:

a)
Students can complete an Integrated Science-Business Major for either a BBA or BS degree. For BBA students to declare the major, they must meet the College of Business and Economics GPA requirement (2.5 combined GPA to start taking business courses, 2.8 combined GPA to be admitted to the major).  In contrast, BS students are held to the 2.0 requirement of the College of Letters and Sciences. However, in both cases, students need an overall 2.5 GPA to graduate with the degree.  This discrepancy can result in BS students progressing very far into the major with a 2.0 GPA and then finding it difficult to bring their GPA up to 2.5 to graduate.  This request is to require an overall 2.5 GPA to declare the Integrated Science-Business Major for the BS degree and to require students to maintain a 2.5 overall GPA to stay in the major. 

b)
To remove the Management 211 requirement from the Integrated Science-Business Major (BS degree) requirements. 

c)
To formally make Management 489 (Administrative Policy) an acceptable alternative to SCIBUS 481 (Integrated Science Management).

2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

The Integrated Science-Business major is consistent with the University’s strategic plan, which includes the goal of having “academic programs that are intellectually challenging, current, and dynamic”.  One of the strategies within the plan is to “increase and actively promote experiential and learning opportunities for students, including internships….” which is consistent with the Integrated Science-Business major.  
3. Rationale:

a)
Since students need a 2.50 overall GPA to graduate with an Integrated Science-Business Major, it is in their interests to maintain at least a 2.50 GPA as they progress through the major.  When students declare the major with a lower GPA, it gives a false sense of security that they will be able to complete the major.  While the proposed change may initially lower the number of students declaring the major, this will be balanced by the higher success rate of those who do declare.  In addition, students interested in the major who have a lower GPA will have more motivation to increase their GPA earlier so that they can declare the major.  

b)
The Integrated Science-Business Major currently requires Management 211 as one of the Business requirements for the major.  This course is no longer offered.  It has been replaced by a computer applications competency test for BBA students.  However, due to the increased computer literacy of incoming students, even the computer applications competency test requirement is under discussion in the College of Business and Economics.  Therefore, this request is just to remove the Management 211 requirement, but not to replace it.   

c) 
We have been unable to offer SCIBUS 481 (Integrated Science Management) since fall 2001, due in part to the relatively low number of majors. Until the numbers of majors are up and faculty are available to teach the course, minimum enrollment will be a recurring problem. Students have been allowed to take Management 489 (Administrative Policy)  as an alternative to SCIBUS 481. Management 489 is also a case-based course that meets many of the same educational objectives as SCIBUS 481.  Until the number of majors increases sufficiently to offer SCIBUS 481 on a yearly basis, we propose to formalize the substitution of Management 489 for SCIBUS 481.

4. Cost Implications: None.  No new courses are needed for this change.
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
