1. Exact description of request:

a)
To add ITBE 280 to the Integrated Science-Business Major (BS degree) requirements. Management 211 was recently removed as a requirement because it was no longer offered.  ITBE 280 is the course with which the College of Business Education has replaced Management 211 for their majors.  We would like to keep the requirement consistent for our majors. 

b)
To clarify the science requirement for the Integrated Science-Business Major (BS degree).  The current catalog description does not make clear the intent of the science requirement, which is to require a minimum total of 32 credits in science, including 12-17 credits of upper level major courses.  The way the requirement is currently listed, students can take 27 credits (15-20 core, 12-17 emphasis) and can use non-majors science courses in the ‘emphasis’ category.  We would like to close that loophole to make sure that students get an adequate background in science.

c) To update the catalog listing to reflect changes made in the introductory level Physics courses.

2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

The Integrated Science-Business major is consistent with the University’s strategic plan, which includes the goal of having “academic programs that are intellectually challenging, current, and dynamic”.  One of the strategies within the plan is to “increase and actively promote experiential and learning opportunities for students, including internships….” which is consistent with the Integrated Science-Business major.  
3. Rationale:

a)
A change was recently completed in the College of Business Education which requires ITBE 280 (Introduction to Information Systems) of all majors as part of the business core.  In order to keep the Integrated Science and Business major consistent with the business core requirements, this request is to add this course to the business core requirements. A similar document has gone through the CoBE UCC for the Integrated Science and Business Major BBA degree. 

b)
A concern voiced by some graduates of the Integrated Science and Business program is that they were not required to take as much science as business and that their science background is somewhat lacking as a result.  One potential problem is that the current catalog description of the major does not specify that students should be taking a minimum of 32 credits of science (compare with 36 credits of required business courses) and that the second set of science courses (#3 in the Major above) should be upper level major courses.  This  request is to clarify the science requirement so that students are given an adequate science background with sufficient exposure to upper level courses. A similar document is moving through the CoBE UCC for the Integrated Science and Business Major BBA degree. 

c) 
The Physics department recently made changes to their introductory level majors courses.  This request is to update the ISB major to reflect the changes in the Physics curriculum. A similar document is moving through the CoBE UCC for the Integrated Science and Business Major BBA degree.

4. Cost Implications: No new courses are needed for this change so the costs will be minimal.
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
