Procedures and Criteria for Recommending L&S Travel Study courses

In order to help ensure that the College of Letters and Sciences offer a variety of travel study courses that best meet the College’s curricular goals and respond to student interests, the Letter and Sciences International Education Committee the procedures below will followed for recommending L&S travel study courses to the Dean for approval.

Procedures for Recommending L&S Travel Study Courses
1) Faculty trip leaders are encouraged to meet with the committee prior to submitting a travel study course proposal.

2) Travel study course proposals should be submitted to the Chair of the Letter and Sciences International Education Committee at least two weeks in advance of the University proposal deadline.

3) The Letter and Sciences International Education Committee will “highly recommend,” “recommend with suggested revisions,” or “not recommend” submitted proposals to the Dean within one week after receiving the proposal.
4) In circumstances where the regular Letter and Sciences International Education Committee cannot meet to consider the proposal, a sub-committee will review the proposal and offer its recommendations to the Dean and the Committee.

Review Criteria
The Committee will consider proposals based primarily on the following criteria
· Does this course successfully meet College and department curricular goals?  Does it meet major/minor requirements?  
· Are the proposed activities and contact hours well justified? Is it well-integrated into the curriculum? 
· Are the faculty academically well qualified to lead this course?  Do they have experience in the destination country (countries)?
· Does this course meet the needs of students in different L&S majors/minors?  If proposed as a GENED 291 course, does it meet the needs of General Education?  Will this course meet the needs of students in majors outside of L&S?  
· Does this travel study course content duplicate other proposed L&S or other University travel study courses for the current year?
