II. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or College/Department goals and objectives 

The Music Dept.’s mission focuses primarily on its baccalaureate programs for “students intent upon teaching, performing, and graduate study.” This submajor is designed to “prepare the student for graduate study in musicology or music theory-composition” and is intended for students with “an excellent overall academic record and demonstrated potential in these areas.”

III. Rationale
1. *MUSC 450 (Survey of World Music) broadens content of this submajor beyond Western art and vernacular musics, preparing students for the ethnomusicology coursework commonly included in Master’s/Doctoral programs in music.

2. The change in Primary Applied Instruction (from 7 terms to 11 credits. aligns this requirement with present practice. Students in this Submajor are currently advised to enroll for applied study for seven terms at 2 credits per semester (especially during their freshman and sophomore years). emphases.

3. MUSC 452 (MIDI Techniques) and MUSC 479 (Advanced Jazz Arranging) are appropriate upper-division electives, allowing students further latitude in tailoring their course of study to their interests.

4. Electives have been reduced slightly—to accommodate the addition of *MUSC 450 and increased Primary Applied Instruction requirement, without increasing total credits in the major. 

IV. Cost implications 

These changes will be implemented by revising our course rotation and reassigning faculty load to required courses. Changes to faculty loads related to the applied study requirement will also be minimal since a majority of our students are already advised to register for applied study for 2 credits per semester. Adjustments can be made through the reduction of services to music minors who can select other courses to complete their minor requirements.
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
