II. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or College/Department goals and objectives 

The Music Department provides high quality undergraduate education for students preparing to teach, perform, or pursue advanced study in music. The Instrumental Music Education emphasis of the Bachelor of Music program is designed to lead to licensure for the educational code 506 (Instrumental Music PK-12) in Wisconsin. Revisions of the program are based on a number of factors. The revised curriculum has been designed to follow the new PI 34 rules for music teacher education from the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction. The Music Department is also accredited by the National Association of Schools of Music (NASM); several of the changes are in response to particular requirements identified during our recent review in 1999. NASM requirements are regarded as equivalent professional society standards for NCATE approval. Finally, this revision represents the collaborative efforts of the Music Department faculty to integrate and coordinate licensure and music requirements in the preparation of music educators. 

As a licensure program, the Instrumental Music Education emphasis has been designed to support the College of Education’s conceptual framework, particularly in providing a strong foundation of disciplinary knowledge while developing teachers’ skills and dispositions to act as reflective and capable agents of change in school settings. The comprehensive nature of music teacher education is congruent with the 10 INTASC (Interstate New Teacher Assessment and Support Consortium) standards, that state that the teacher:

1. Understands the central concepts, tools of inquiry, and structures of the discipline(s) he or she teaches and can create learning experiences that make these aspects of subject matter meaningful to students.

2. Understands how children learn and develop and can provide learning opportunities that support their intellectual, social, and personal development.

3. Understands how students differ in their approach to learning and creates instructional opportunities that are adapted to diverse learners.

4. Understands and uses a variety of instructional strategies to encourage students' development of critical thinking, problem solving, and performance skills.

5. Uses an understanding of individual and group motivation and behavior to create a learning environment that encourages positive social interaction, active engagement in learning, and

self-motivation.

6. Uses knowledge of effective verbal, nonverbal, and media communication techniques to foster active inquiry, collaboration, and supportive interaction in the classroom.

7. Plans instruction based on knowledge of subject matter, students, the community, and curriculum goals.

8. Understands and uses formal and informal assessment strategies to evaluate and ensure the continuous intellectual, social, and physical development of the learner.

9. Is a reflective practitioner who continually evaluates the effects of his/her choices and actions on others (students, parents, and other professionals in the learning community) and who actively seeks out opportunities to grow professionally.

10. Fosters relationships with school colleagues, parents, and agencies in the larger community to support students' learning and well being.

III. 
Rationale
The rationale for new courses, course revisions, and other changes is provided below. Please see the note at the end of this proposal regarding the increase in credits in the major.

a. Deletion of MUSC 340 (Music for Students with Exceptionalities, 2 cr) and the increase of credits of 2 to 3 cr for ELEMMID 236 (Elementary/Middle Instrumental Music Methods) and a renumbering of the course as ELEMMID 437. This change reflects the adoption of an inclusionary model for preparing teachers to meet the needs of diverse learners. ELEMMID 437 and ELEMMID 434 (Elementary General Music Methods) will be concurrently scheduled, with a team-taught module on inclusionary teaching. We believe that this will bring methods courses into closer correspondence with classroom practice.

b. The addition of two new courses, MUSC 190 (Music Improvisation, 1 cr) and MUSC 290 (Technology for Music Educators, 2 cr) also addresses PI 34 standards in "using the elements of music to compose and improvise in a variety of styles" and "understanding the proper selection, care, and use of available music materials and equipment, including current electronic devices for sound generation and modification, and computer technology and software." Although many of the other PI 34 standards can be effectively integrated into current courses, these two standards in particular warrant delivery of instruction that will allow students to demonstrate their skills in improvisation and the use of music technology in classroom settings.

c. The present curriculum features nine separate techniques courses for developing the technical abilities of band and orchestra teachers. These courses are all either .5 or 1 credit each (Flute, Oboe, Clarinet, Sax/Bassoon, Violin/Viola, Cello/Bass, Trumpet/Horn, Trombone/Euphonium/Tuba, and Percussion Techniques). To capitalize on issues of sound production, technique, and acoustics that are common to groups of instruments, these nine courses are reorganized into five: MUSC 362 (String Instrument Techniques, 3 cr); MUSC 363 (Woodwind Techniques I, 2 cr); MUSC 364 (Woodwind Techniques II, 2 cr); MUSC 366 (Brass Techniques, 3 cr); and MUSC 368 (Percussion Techniques, 2 cr). The increase in overall credits reflects an emphasis on the pedagogical principles for teaching the instruments in school settings.

d. A shift from the use of terms to specific credits for applied study and ensemble participation is necessary to bring actual practice in line with clear published requirements. Students are advised to register for applied lessons for 2 credits per semester, and the majority of our students register each semester for 2 credits in their primary performing areas. The Bulletin has always used the more ambiguous "terms," which has caused confusion about the number of credits required. In addition, the requirements for non-primary applied study will be clarified with the same shift of wording from term to credit. (The fourteenth credit in a seven semester sequence of applied study is represented by enrollment in MUSC 488, Recital).

Specify DPI involvement. The Music Department consulted with Dr. Mel Pontious, State Music Consultant for the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction, asking him to review our curriculum proposals in light of the PI 34 standards for music teacher education. A copy of Dr. Pontious’ letter of October 12, 2001 endorsing our plan accompanies these curriculum proposals.

IV.  Cost implications 

Most of these curricular changes will be implemented by revising our course rotation and reassigning faculty load to required courses, particularly in the case of the ELEMMID 437 and the series of instrument techniques courses, MUSC 362, 363, 364, 366, and 368. The new courses, MUSC 292 (Instrumental Techniques), and MUSC 190 (Music Improvisation), will also be covered through rotation and reassignment of existing faculty load. 

Dean Heyer has stated in a memo to Provost Prior dated November 27, 2001 that staffing for the course MUSC 290 (Technology for Music Educators) will be provided through the resources of the College of Arts and Communication. The lecture and lab format of the course will require between .25 and .33 FTE annually. It is likely that an academic staff position will be shared between the Music Department for this music technology component of the curriculum and the Communication Department for their audio technology courses. We already have a well-equipped Arts Media Center to support this course. As with any technology course, software upgrades will eventually be needed.

Changes to faculty loads related to the applied study requirement will also be minimal since a majority of our students are already advised to register for applied study for 2 credits per semester. Adjustments can be made through the reduction of services to music minors who can select other courses to complete their minor requirements.

Note on Overall Credits to Degree: This proposal lowers the total number of degree credits for the Bachelor of Music with Instrumental Music Education Emphasis. The total credits in the major are increased slightly, however. Since the General Studies curriculum has been reduced by six credits since the last Bulletin, and with careful advising to allow “double counting” of two 3-credit courses as General Studies electives and as degree requirements (EDFOUND 243, Education in a Pluralistic Society, 3 cr, can be counted as a GI elective, and any one of the required Music History courses can fulfill another GA elective), the overall increase to the major is only 5 credits. The resulting distribution of credits falls within acceptable curricular proportions established by NASM for Bachelor of Music Education degrees. The NASM recommends that 50% of the course work be devoted to basic musicianship and performance (76/154 credits is 49.3%), general studies comprise 30-35% (44/154 is 28.5%) and 15-20% be assigned to professional education (34/154 is 22%).

The 2000-2002 Undergraduate Catalog listing for the Instrumental Music Education Emphasis includes 50 credits of general studies, 35 licensure credits, and 65 credits of music courses for a “catalog” total of 150 credits.

The proposed revision is based on 44 credits of general studies, 34 licensure credits, and 76 credits of music courses for a total of 154 credits. However, since two 3 credit courses will fulfill both licensure and general education requirements, or licensure and major requirements, the resulting “in-practice” total will be 148 credits.
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
