The Music Department’s mission focuses primarily on its baccalaureate programs for “students preparing to teach, perform, and study music.” The BM Performance emphasis is for “highly qualified student[s]” intent upon graduate/advanced study in their major performing medium.

III. Rationale
Vocal Performance students will no longer have Applied (private lesson) credits reduced as a consequence of enrolling in Diction (MUSC *275, 276) coursework. Electives have been eliminated to avoid further increasing credits-to-degree.
