	Reasons for Action (include whether the action was recommended by any review body, if appropriate):  
This action was recommended by the University Audit and Review Committee after reviewing the Professional Business Minors. The Professional Business minors have been offered technically through the auspices of the College of Letters and Sciences; this action transfers responsibility for the programs to the respective departments in the College of Business and Economics that offer the courses and minors.  The department affiliated with the minor  will be responsible for assessment of its minor, a natural link with assessing the respective major.  The departments will also take responsibility for advising students in their minor and for making any exceptions to course requirements.  In most cases, this does not represent a change from current practice.

Because most students minoring in business areas come from the Colleges of Arts and Communication and Letters and Sciences, those Colleges will be kept abreast on changes to the course requirements in the minors and consulted in regard to any suggested enrollment limitations, such as grade point average requirements.
