      Grant admission outside the regular admission schedule (i.e., separate from the normal fall, spring, and summer admission cycles) to students who have met all the basic eligibility requirements who are applying for programs with space available. Admission outside the regular schedule may be granted to students who apply up to two days before the last day of class in the semester of application, and may not be granted if the applicant is seeking an exception to the GPA or PPST requirements.

Grant admission outside the regular admission schedule (i.e., separate from the normal fall, spring, and summer admission cycles) to students who have met all the basic eligibility requirements who are applying for programs with space available. These rolling admission applicants must have acceptable reasons (such as applied as an exception during regular admission and now have met all criteria or need to enroll for course work in professional education) and must communicate these reasons in writing to the assistant dean who will make the appropriate decision. Admission outside the regular schedule (rolling admission) may be granted to students who apply up to four days before the last day to register/add a term class. Rolling admission may not be granted if the applicant is seeking an exception to the GPA or PPST requirements. However, if space is available, Dual Early Childhood Education will have their 10% of the exceptions in a separate pool at the end of fall rolling admission.
