II. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or College/Department goals and objectives.

The request meets the strategic plan of the Occupational and Environmental Safety & Health Department to offer a BS degree.  The request also makes the existing BS degree in Communicative Disorders consistent with the College of Education regulations.

III. Rationale
Currently the B.S. degree is offered only by one department in the College of Education (i.e. Communicative Disorders), whereas it would be appropriate to make it available in other programs.  Departments such as the Occupational and Environmental Safety & Health (OESH), and the Health, Physical Education, Recreation & Coaching (HPRC) offer programs of study for persons intending to work in industry, but currently offer only the B.S.E. degree, which implies preparation to work in K-12 schools.  A Bachelor in Science (BS) degree would better reflect the graduates' actual educational experience as well as improve their employment prospects.
