I. Exact description of request 

The Department of Occupational and Environmental Safety and Health requests that its undergraduate degree be changed from Bachelor of Science in Education (BSE) to Bachelor of Science (BS).  This request does not involve any other change in the program content.

II.
Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or College/Department goals and objectives 

The requested change has been included in the department annual report for the last two academic years as a goal to be accomplished.  The change in degree is also consistent with the recent change in the department name (i.e. from Safety Studies to Occupational and Environmental Safety and Health).  The requested change in degree better convey the Department's current areas of expertise (i.e. Occupational Safety and Health) and the directions in which its activities will be expanded to in the future (i.e. Industrial Hygiene and Environmental Safety).

III. Rationale
This request reflects the fact that the degree in Occupational Safety does not lead to licensure in any education-related area.  Additionally, the coursework required in the major is clearly rooted in the natural and applied sciences.  The program emphasizes the application of knowledge from the physical sciences, health sciences, social sciences, and management area to the prevention of accidents, protection of health, and preservation of the environment.  Finally, the overwhelming majority of graduates from the program are employed within the industrial and service sectors and not in educational settings.  A Bachelor in Science (BS) degree would better reflect the graduates' actual educational experience as well as improve their employment prospects.
