II. 
Justification for action TC \l2 "
Students cannot be admitted to professional education without completing CIFLD 210, which is now EDFNPRC 210, and EDFOUND 222. Since many of the students who transfer into this program have taken the equivalent of EDFOUND 222, Child Development, at another institution or as part of a previous degree program, WINS blocks their enrollment even though they have been granted admission to the professional education program. The course students may have taken at another institution frequently transfers as a 999 or as PSYCH 331. At present both of these groups of students must be hand enrolled even though a course directive or waiver form may have corrected their ARs to list the 999 course or PSYCH 331 as having satisfied the Child Development requirement and they are admitted to the professional education program. The enrollment portion of WINS does not accept substitutions or waivers; therefore, each of these students must be hand enrolled. The hand enrollment process frustrates the students and requires faculty and program assistant time to explain why the machine will not process these enrollment requests and then time for the program assistant to get a “permission number” from PeopleSoft. 

Students in this program have not been required to take EDFOUND 322 and the class has not been offered since 1998; therefore, all students completing the program have required both hand enrollment as well as completion of a waiver form in order to graduate. Preparation, processing, and storing of these forms has wasted faculty and program assistant time as well as wasting paper, toner, and storage and eventually landfill space.
