III. Rationale

As the Early Childhood Education Major was being developed in 1997, a decision was made to revise an existing course, Programs and Curriculum for Young Children (EARLYCHD 321) into a course, Integrated Curriculum for Children: Ages 3-5. Programs and Curriculum for Young Children is a course in the Prek-6 Program, whereas Integrated Curriculum for Children: Ages 3-5 is a course in the new Early Childhood Education Major. In 1997, it also was decided that the Prek-6 Program would fade away as the Early Childhood Education Major started. However, in 1999, the Department of Curriculum and Instruction perceived that there was a need to preserve the Prek-6 Program due to add-on license, returning students, transfer students, non-traditional students, articulation between UWS and WTCS, etc. The course, Programs and Curriculum for Young Children, therefore, is needed to keep intact the Prek-6 Program. To make the switch simpler, the course, Integrated Curriculum for Children: Ages 3-5, is now being proposed as a new course, which needs a new course number. The course, Integrated Curriculum for Children: Ages 3-5, is one of the courses in the Early Childhood Education Major, but is not a required course in the Prek-6 Program.

IV. Cost implications 


As has been planned, this course, Integrated Curriculum for Children: Ages 3-5 will use resources allocated in the Department of Curriculum and Instruction. The first session of the course will start the fall semester of 2003. The course, Programs and Curriculum for Young Children, will then be taught by a faculty member from the Department of Curriculum and Instruction in the summer of 2003. There is not an additional cost for this change and no additional staff required.
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
