III. Rationale
As the Early Childhood Education Major was being developed in 1997, a decision was made to revise an existing course, Programs and Curriculum for Young Children (EARLYCHD 321) into a course, Integrated Curriculum for Children: Ages 3-5 (Actually, the two courses differ considerably). Integrated Curriculum for Children: Ages 3-5 belongs to the new Early Childhood Education Major, whereas Programs and Curriculum for Young Children belonged to the ELEMENTARY EDUCATION PREKINDERGARTEN-6 EMPHASIS (BSE). The course revision was based on a decision that the ELEMENTARY EDUCATION PREKINDERGARTEN-6 EMPHASIS (BSE) would fade away as the Early Childhood Education Major started. However, in 1999, the Department of Curriculum and Instruction (C&I) perceived that there was a need to preserve the ELEMENTARY EDUCATION PREKINDERGARTEN-6 EMPHASIS (BSE). It was necessary due to the needs of students who desired an add-on licensure; to provide courses for returning students, transfer students, non-traditional students, and those who might come to UWW as a result of an articulation agreement between the University of Wisconsin-Whitewater (UWW) and the Wisconsin Technical College System (WTCS). To keep intact the ELEMENTARY EDUCATION PREKINDERGARTEN-6 EMPHASIS (BSE), a course, such as Programs and Curriculum for Young Children (EARLYCHD 321), is needed. Due to this history, it is now necessary to create a new course for this purpose. The course title has been changed from Programs and Curriculum for Young Children to Curriculum and Programs: Ages 3-8 and its course number has been changed from EARLYCHD 321 to EARLYCHD 320.

IV. Cost implications 

This course represents a reallocation of resources from the Department of Curriculum. Therefore, there will be no budgetary impact for the Department of Curriculum and Instruction.
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
