Justification:

Revised Department of Public Instruction Guidelines for Program Approval under PI34 establish that graduates should demonstrate “knowledge…of…a representative body of American Literature encompassing works of diverse cultural and ethnic groups.”  Currently, the UW-Whitewater program insures that students possess this knowledge by requiring them to take either ENGLISH/CHICANO 200/201, Chicano Literature, ENGLISH 345, African American Literature, ENGLISH 368, American Minority Women Writers, or ENGLISH 369,Multicultural Drama of the United States.  Of these ENGLISH 345, ENGLISH 368, and ENGLISH 369  can also be used to fulfill requirements in the English Education and English Writing Education majors.

Another course, ENGLISH 265, Multicultural Literature, is an option for fulfilling requirements in these majors, but is currently not listed as one of the options for the licensure requirement.  The proposed change would allow students to choose Multicultural Literature to fulfill the licensure requirement related to knowledge of American Literature by diverse cultural and ethnic groups.  The course is appropriate for the purpose.  Making it an option for licensure is not likely to have a significant effect on registration in other courses.  Though the change is likely to reduce credits to degree because it facilitates the taking of one course to fulfill two requirements, it is not likely to affect many students.  Also, a few students have already received substitutions to enable them to count ENGLISH 265 toward licensure.
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
