2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

The proposed change is consistent with the mission of the university and college to prepare elementary teachers to teach science at the elementary and middle school levels. 

3. Rationale:

The proposed change widens the choices available to our students at the elementary and middle school levels. All of the courses included in this list cover major content areas that re include din the K-12 content standards for which our preservice teachers are responsible. Providing a wider array of courses from which to chose provides some easement and flexibility for the students when trying to make their program plans work. At present when one course must be substituted for another to relieve a schedule conflict a Course Directives form must be completed by the program coordinator which must be approved by the department chair and the entered on the AR by office staff. Expanding the array of approved courses would reduce the time demands on the program coordinator, the department chair, and the office staff. 

4. Cost Implications:

Widening the array of courses which can be used to satisfy this requirement reduces the strain on a narrow set of courses. The proposed change would not require scheduling of courses not being offered at the present time, nor would it require offering additional sections of existing courses. This proposed change also would reduce the cost of the faculty and office staff time devoted to completing Course Directive or substitution forms. In addition, reducing the number of forms being printed saves paper, toner, and file and landfill space. 
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
