MAJOR – UNIQUE REQUIREMENT

1. MATH 250 OR 253

I. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or College/Department goals and objectives:  The reinstatement of this requirement is integral to the academic integrity of the Integrated Science – Business major.
II. Rationale:  When the College of Business and Economics eliminated the requirement for all business majors to take MATH 243, 250 or 253, most of the majors were given the opportunity to add the requirement for their majors as appropriate.  Somehow, the Integrated Science – Business was overlooked.  Given the nature of this major, it makes sense that BS and BBA students should be required to take calculus.  As the Bulletin now reads, calculus is not required for the Integrated Science – Business majors in business. The purpose of this proposal is to reinstate the requirement.
III. Cost implications:  No new courses will be created in order to satisfy this requirement.  Existing courses and staff can provide the required array of courses.
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
