Justification:

Liberal Studies is a new interdisciplinary major in the College of Letters and Sciences, housed in the Department of Philosophy and Religious Studies. Most of the courses in this major are offered through other departments and colleges, but there are several courses unique to the major: Introduction to Liberal Studies, Liberal Studies Senior Thesis, and Liberal Studies Internship. We would also like to list:  496 Special Studies, and 497 Exchange Studies. 

So far the existing Liberal Studies courses have been offered with the College of Letters and Sciences interdisciplinary prefix “LSINDP.” Unfortunately some confusion has been generated because the Science-Business Major also uses this prefix, and there is no way of distinguishing the Liberal Studies and Science-Business 493, 496, or 497 courses.

To avoid confusion and to give this major a clear identity we request that a new subject prefix be created for Liberal Studies: LIBST.
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
