These three courses were developed under the guidance of our Construction Safety Advisory Board, which consists of 16 members representing the department faculty, the construction industry, federal regulatory agencies, and organized labor.  The advisory board first determined the level and depth of knowledge that would be appropriate for an emphasis in construction safety. The Board then determined that this content would best be distributed across three courses taken in a progressive sequence.  

In addition to the three courses students will be required to complete a compressive examination and complete their fieldwork internship with a construction organization. These three required courses would substitute for 9 of the 11 units of safety electives currently required for the major and thus not increase the units to graduation for students selecting the emphasis.  Occupational Safety majors completing the three-course sequence, receiving a passing grade on the comprehensive exam, and completing the construction internship will be awarded a BS in Occupational Safety - Construction Safety Emphasis.
