1. Exact description of request:

On line 3 in the licensure section of the PreK-6 program, the second child development course has not been offered at UWW in over four years; therefore, the program coordinator must prepare a course waiver form which must be approved by the department chair and entered by office staff for every PreK-6 major before the student can be cleared for graduation. Approving this proposal will reduce the time devoted to this process that wastes the time of students, the program coordinator, the department chair, and the office staff. 

By using the or form, students who studied at other institutions or programs and find that the course in child development they took transfers as EDFOUND 322 rather than EDFOUND 222 would find that their courses will be honored without problem. 

The second change on line 3, is a spelling correction: EFOUND 424 to EDFOUND 424.

The total credits in the major and writing section needs correction from 49 to 50 units. 

The proposed change in the major section of the PreK-6 program provides the majors with a choice of taking either CIGENRL 435, Language Acquisition for the Bilingual Child, or COMDIS 355, Language Development and Disorders in Children. 

Other proposed changes involve rearranging course listings to support student understanding of the program sequence.

2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

These proposed changes do not change the relationship of the major to the mission and strategic plan of the college and department goals and objectives. 

3. Rationale:

These proposed changes add flexibility to the current program by enabling students to satisfy a requirement for knowledge of how children acquire speech and language skills by taking one of two courses rather than only a single, high demand course. During recent semesters, many students have been taking the COMDIS 355 course as an alternative means of satisfying this language requirement and relieving schedule conflicts. To clear the students’ Ars, the program coordinator and department chair must prepare a Course Directives form and the Certification Officer must enter the course replacement on each student’s AR. This proposed change would relieve the current demand on office staff and faculty time required to prepare and approve Course Directive forms. This proposed change also enables students to have a smoother progression through their programs. Similarly, the rearrangement and regrouping of the course listing supports students in making more sensible plans for completing their programs. 

4. Cost Implications:

Reducing demand on office staff and faculty time to prepare and approve the forms and the reduced use of paper to print the forms represent cost savings. 
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
