II. Justification for action

Individuals in today’s society are faced with a complex array of technologies in constant change that pose threats to their health and well being.  To better prepare themselves for these challenges students need to understand the risks associated with modern technology and society.  The course SAFETY 201 - Personal and Public Safety is designed to develop the critical thinking skills necessary to evaluate risks common in everyday situations and to make informed choices.

The course currently is offered every semester, including summer and winterim, in six or seven sessions, all of which are invariably full to capacity with students representing all majors from across campus.  Student feedback on the course has been overwhelmingly positive over the years.

The content of SAFETY 201 is clearly aligned with the philosophy and goals of General Education.  The course requires students to understand the factors and habits that are essential for their continued mental and physical health and well being.  It enables students to evaluate complex and conflicting information which confronts them on daily basis in modern society.  Class activities and exercises encourage critical and analytical thinking to assess hazards they encounter at home, on campus, public roads and in leisure activities.  During the course students use lessons from the past to prevent the reoccurrence of accidents, they analyze actual accident scenarios and discuss ways they could be prevented.   The course fosters the development of a life long personal philosophy in which the individual evaluates personal and societal choices and their impact on themselves and the community.

Since the Department is planning to simplify its prefix scheme for all its courses we requesting the course to adopt the new prefix (i.e. SAFETY).  We are also requesting the course name be changed from Introduction to Safety to Personal and Public Safety, which more accurately reflects the content and purpose of the course.
