1. Exact description of request 

The sequence and selection of courses for the Special Education Minor have been revised; however, the total number of credits remains at 24. There is a different course selection for students within and outside of the College of Education (COE), in order to serve the professional goals for each constituency. SPECED 205 is now included in the 24 credits since it is a prerequisite to all courses in the Minor. If this course is not included in the Minor, by default it creates a 27 credit Minor. Several courses moved from "required" to "elective" (SPECED 426, SPECED 406, SPECED 336). The revised Minor directs students to select one disability area as an emphasis; this requirement guarantees that one disability area is selected for all of the following courses: the introductory course, curriculum and methods course, and special education field study. Since the inception of the Early Childhood Education (ECE) major, special education early childhood courses have been eliminated and two ECE courses have become electives. SPECED 201 has been added as an elective for students outside of the College of Education. See attached Matrix of Current and Proposed Changes and the proposed two Minor sequences.

II. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or College/Department goals and objective
The revised minor continues to support the goals and objectives of the Special Education department and the College of Education, as well as the mission and strategic plan of UW-W.

III. Rationale
Experiences advising Special Education minors precipitated the proposed changes. The current Minor did not reflect a scaffolded, developmental sequence of coursework. Consequently, students were taking courses without having the prerequisite skills needed for success. Also, the new ECE program eliminated the possibility for an emphasis area in EC:EEN. Additionally, several courses for Minor students from outside of the COE provided content more appropriate for a future educator, not a future social worker or psychologist. Consequently, proposed changes include two course sequences: one for students within the College of Education and one for students outside of the College of Education.
