Repeatability:  3 times in the degree, 3 times in the major

Prereq: Successful completion of all prior Early Childhood Education classes.
II. Justification for action

Making this course repeatable, and having variable credit will add a needed level of flexibility to the ECE (Early Childhood Education) major, and will enhance the ability of Special Education minors to specialized in Early Childhood.  ECE students can take 1 to 3 credits along with methods classes such as Integrated Curriculum 3-5, EARLYCHD 320, Integrated Curriculum, ages 6-8, EDUINDP-452 and Planning for Individual Needs, EDUINDP 442.  As a requirement for this field study the students will complete at least 25 hours per credit in relevant early childhood or early elementary program.  This experience can then be reflected upon, discussed, and perhaps resolved in the university classroom.
