1. Exact description of request:

Summary:  Revise general business – international emphasis to allow for focus in a discipline.  This involves moving Speech 424 from the major requirements to the required diversity course and moving Religious Studies 211 or 212 to a “required elective” in general education. The number of required international business course electives would drop from 15 to 12, and the student would select nine credits of 300- and/or 400-level business courses as a “focus” in the major.  These would be subject to approval of the assistant dean.

2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

The general business – international emphasis is a natural fit with the University’s goal to expose its students to global issues and experiences.  This revision will maintain the international content of the major in its current form while allowing students some specialization in an area of business to enhance the depth of their understanding in a specific discipline.

3. Rationale:

The reasons behind this revision are twofold:  alumni feedback and alignment of the major with current application of the requirements.  Alumni surveys indicate a desire to have had a more specific focus in the major.  The broad understanding of global business is valued, but a focus that will help get the first job is also important.  International business positions are desirable to international business majors, but most do not start in such a position.  The idea of the focus courses is to open the door to the opportunity of an international position within a few years.

Currently, the major requires 15 credits from a list of international courses.  Over the past several semesters many exceptions have been made for students because of the lack of availability of courses, the cancellation of courses, or scheduling issues.  These exceptions involve the approval of other business courses as substitutions for those on the list.  The addition of nine credits of business electives allows for flexibility in the student’s scheduling while maintaining the international basis.

This proposal has been reviewed and discussed by the College’s International Committee and the student organization, International Business Association.  Both groups support this revision.

4. Cost Implications:

None, other than the Assistant Dean’s time in meeting with students to determine and approve focus course selections.
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
