2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

This program has a long history of supporting the mission and strategic plan of the University of Wisconsin – Whitewater, and the goals and objectives of the College of Education and the Department of Health, Physical Education, Recreation and Coaching.  This proposal enhances the program in pursuit of the instructional mission of the University of Wisconsin System and the Core Mission of the University Cluster to offer baccalaureate degree level programs within the context of the approved mission statement at the University of Wisconsin – Whitewater.  The proposal enhances the program in pursuit of the Select Mission of the University of Wisconsin – Whitewater to “Offer an extensive range of undergraduate programs and degrees, including interdisciplinary programs, in letters, sciences, and the arts, as well as programs and degrees leading to professional specialization.”

The proposal enhances the program in pursuit of the department goal to “be able to continually improve the quality of the curriculum by using solid creativity and with the enhancement of technology,” and in direct pursuit of the specific objective to “Rename the Non-Licensure Program-Health, Human Performance and Recreation.”  The proposal makes graduates of the program more marketable by eliminating the misleading “K-12” designation, eliminating the negative connotation of the “Non-Licensure” designation, and properly reflecting the career orientations of graduates from this program.  The proposal improves the efficiency of advising and clearing students for graduation by resolving discrepancies within the Academic Report caused by previous curricular actions that must currently be resolved by personalizing the Academic Report.

3. Rationale:

PHYSICAL EDUCATION MAJOR K-12 NON-LICENSURE EMPHASIS [Change Program Title]

Changes the program title from “Physical Education Major K-12 Non-Licensure Emphasis” to “Physical Education Major Health, Human Performance and Recreation Emphasis” to eliminate the misleading “K-12” designation, eliminate the negative connotation of the “Non-Licensure” designation, and properly reflect the career orientations of students in this program.

DEGREE REQUIREMENTS – 10-16 UNITS

These degree requirements are unique to students in this program.

EDFOUND 423 OR HEALTHED 471 [Add Course] (Measurement, Evaluation and Research)

Adds the option of HEALTHED 471 Research in Health and Physical Activity as an appropriate measurement, evaluation and research course.

SELECT 1 UNIT FROM COURSE PEPROF 209 [Simplify Requirement] (Observation and Participation)

Simplifies the requirements from “Select 1 unit from Course PEPROF 209” to simply “PEPROF 209” since the course is only offered for one unit.

SELECT 6-12 UNITS FROM COURSES PEPROF 492, HEALTHED 492, RECREATION 492 OR COACHING 492 [Delete Course] (Field Study)

Deletes the option of COACHING 492 Field Study in Coaching which has been revised from 6-12 units to 2-3 units and is to be used exclusively in the Coaching minors.

MAJOR – 35 CREDITS

SELECT 3 UNITS FROM COURSES PEPROF 281 [Delete Course], HEALTHED 181 [Delete Course], HEALTHED 360, HEALTHED 362, HEALTHED 391, COACHING 461 [Delete Course], SAFETY 251 [Change Course Number] OR SAFETY 455 [Change Course Number] (Health and Safety)

Deletes the options of PEPROF 281 First Aid and C.P.R., HEALTHED 181 Contemporary Health, and COACHING 461 Prevention and Care of Athletic Injuries which are 2 unit courses in favor of the greater depth of the remaining 3 unit courses.  Deletes the option of PEPROF 281 because first aid and cardiopulmonary resuscitation proficiency are required separately for all students in this program.  Deletes the option of COACHING 461 which has been changed to require prerequisites which make the course unique to the Coaching minors. Reflects course number changes from SAFETY 251 to SAFETY 201 Personal and Public Safety, and from SAFETY 455 to SAFETY 255 Alcohol and Other Drugs.

SELECT 3 UNITS FROM COURSES PEPROF 480, RECREATN 382 [Add Course], RECREATN 480 [Add Course], RECREATN 489, COACHING 460 [Delete Course] OR COACHING 480 [Add Course] (Administration)

Adds the options of RECREATN 382 Adventure and Sport Tourism, RECREATN 480 Legal Aspects of Sport and Recreation Activities, and COACHING 480 Legal Aspects of Sport and Recreation Activities as appropriate administration courses.  Deletes the option of COACHING 460 Organization and Administration of Interscholastic Athletics which has been changed from a 3 unit course to a 2 unit course and which has been changed to require prerequisites which make the course unique to the Coaching minors.  It is anticipated that a new course in recreation facilities will be developed within the next year as an additional option for a course in administration.

SELECT 2-4 UNITS FROM COURSES PEPROF 461 [Delete Course], PEPROF 475, PEPROF 478 [Delete Course], RECREATN 350 [Delete Course], RECREATN 360 OR COACHING 465 [Delete Course] (Special Populations)

Deletes PEPROF 461 and RECREATN 350 which have been deleted as courses through previous curricular actions.  Deletes COACHING 465 Advanced Athletic Training which is no longer being offered.  Deletes PEPROF 478 Physical Education for Exceptional Children which requires prerequisites that make the course unique to the licensure programs in Physical Education.  It is anticipated that a new course in therapeutic recreation will be developed within the next year as an additional option for a course in special populations.

SELECT 5 UNITS IN HEALTH, PHYSICAL EDUCATION, RECREATION OR COACHING APPROVED BY ADVISOR [Change Number of Units] (Electives)

Changes the number of electives from 4-7 units to 5 units consistent with the elimination of 2 and 4 unit course options above.

SWIMMING, FIRST AID AND WRITING PROFICIENCY [Change Requirement Title]

These proficiency requirements are unique to students in this program.

Simplifies the requirement title from “Swimming, First Aid and Writing Proficiency” to “Proficiency Requirements.”

PEGNRL 151 OR PEGNRL 152 OR PEPROF 251 OR PEPROF 291 OR PROFICIENCY TEST [Delete Requirement]

Deletes the swimming proficiency requirement which dates from an early university swimming requirement and was retained for licensure in physical education where an aquatics course is required, but is not appropriate for other students for whom an aquatics course is not required.

FIRST AID AND CARDIOPULMONARY  RESUSCITATION PROFICIENCY [Clarify and Expand Requirement]

Clarifies that the existing first aid proficiency requirement may be satisfied by completion of PEPROF 281 or by completion of first aid training offered by agencies such as the American Red Cross and the National Safety Council.

Clarifies that the existing cardiopulmonary resuscitation requirement may be satisfied by completion of PEPROF 281 or by completion of cardiopulmonary resuscitation training offered by agencies such as the American Heart Association and the American Red Cross.

Adds automatic external defibrillation proficiency as a new requirement consistent with first aid proficiency and cardiopulmonary resuscitation proficiency, and in recognition of the increasing availability of automatic external defibrillation equipment at locations where graduates of this program will be employed.  This requirement may be satisfied in conjunction with the cardiopulmonary resuscitation proficiency requirement by completing appropriate training offered by agencies such as the American Heart Association and the American Red Cross.

4. Cost Implications:

There are no direct cost implications associated with these changes.  Most of the changes accommodate previous curricular actions.  Some additional students may be attracted to this program because the new program title properly reflects the career orientations of students in the program, and because the misleading “K-12” designation and negative “Non-Licensure” designation have been eliminated.  The changes will enhance cost effectiveness by improving the efficiency of advising and clearing students for graduation.  It does this by resolving discrepancies within the Academic Report caused by previous curricular actions that must currently be resolved by personalizing the Academic Report.
