Our former academic records computer system did not have the capability to “flag” individual sections of 496 Special Studies courses as General Education courses.  Our current system does have this capability, thus being able to distinguish between those 496 Special Studies sections that would be appropriate for General Education and those that would not.  This proposal would allow department’s to submit appropriate sections/topics of 496 Special Studies courses to the General Education Review Committee for approval to count in appropriate areas of General Education requirements (GA, GM, etc.).  Departments would submit to the GERC the 496 course proposal, along with a statement specifying which General Education designation (GA, GM, etc.) the course should have, why the course was appropriate for General Education, and specifically how the course addressed particular goals of General Education.  In general, such courses would have to have a broad scope, be appropriate for freshman/sophomore level students with no special background in the subject area (e.g., “Introduction to Islam”), and have no prerequisites other than Proficiency courses (English 101/102, Math 140/141, Speech 110) or General Education Core courses.

NOTE: This change should be implemented as soon as approved.
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
