Justification: The term “discipline” used in the GM and Electives areas of the AR has been misinterpreted by both advisors and students to refer to, for example, the humanities (thus students were told they could not take more than one humanities elective in Gen Ed); changing the term to “subject area,” the official term for course prefixes, will hopefully alleviate such confusion.  Specifying LSINDP 150 and GEOGRAPHY 210 in the GM area, the only courses from these subject areas that count in this category, will hopefully avoid the widespread misconception that other courses, especially in Geography, count as GM.

The College of Education changed its requirement that licensure students must take GENED 140 a year ago but the statement has not been removed from the AR.

NOTE: These changes should be implemented on ARs as soon as possible.
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
