2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

One of the objectives of the Department and the College is to obtain accreditation of the Art Department from the National Association of Schools of Art and Design (NASAD).

3. Rationale:

The addition of the two ARTHIST courses (in section 1 above) reflects omissions from the current catalog listings, but which have long since been approved through the curricular process.

The National Association of Schools of Art and Design (NASAD) requires that BFA programs consist of 78 credits in the “creation and study of art and design”. Currently our program consists of only 75 credits, and when added to the 44-credit General Education Requirements, totals 119 credits. However, two of the degree requirements (6 credits) also count towards the General Education Requirements, freeing up 6 credits worth of electives in the major. Our proposal increases the number of credits within the degree to 78 by reducing the number remaining elective credits to 3, thereby having no net effect on credits to degree, which remains at 120. We achieved this by adding an additional elective within the Graphic Design electives, raising the number of required credits from 12 to 15 in section 9 above. This brings the Graphics BFA track in line with all others in the Fine Arts, each of which requires 15 credits in the area of specialization.

The addition of the eight additional electives in section 9 above reflects both the omissions of ARTSTDIO 492 (Field Internship) and ARTSTDIO 496 (Special Topics) from the catalog listings, as well as the addition to the elective options of seven courses which have been developed in recent years, including three from the new Multimedia Minor, but which have not yet been added as electives to the degree descriptions through curricular action.

4. Cost Implications:

The addition of three elective credits, when spread over the fifteen available course options will be negligible, especially as at present there are only 12 declared majors in this degree track.
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
