Our former academic records computer system did not have the capability to “flag” individual sections of the “special courses” 490 Workshop, 491 Travel Study and 496 Special Studies courses as Diversity courses.  Our current system does have this capability, thus being able to distinguish between those special course sections that would be appropriate for Diversity and those that would not.  This proposal would allow departments to submit appropriate sections/topics of 490, 491 and 496 courses to the Diversity Committee for approval to satisfy the Diversity requirement.  Departments would submit to the Diversity Committee the special course proposal, along with a statement specifying how the course addresses the goals and requirements of Diversity.  The Diversity Committee will apply the same approval guidelines to special courses that it applies to regular courses in the curriculum to determine appropriateness for satisfying the Diversity requirement.
