2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

This revision of the Print Journalism minor curriculum supports the vision of the University to serve “career-oriented students” that will become “high-quality graduates” serving the needs of the southeast Wisconsin region. The revision of this emphasis, along with the revisions of the other two emphases within the major promotes a “common...education program” and an undergraduate experience that includes “active learning experiences.”  It also promotes the University’s strategic plan of delivering a “state of the art” academic program that is “intellectually challenging, current and dynamic” as it updates and enhances the program of study. 

3. Rationale:

This revision reflects the need to thoroughly prepare students with the skills and knowledge base required of those entering a mass communication field.  In the revised curriculum, a greater emphasis is placed upon the writing and critical thinking skills of students and on the attainment of knowledge in computer-assisted communication technology.  

4. Cost Implications:

Minimal. Through a revised course offering schedule, current staffing will be adequate.  The revised course offering schedule will provide a savings in faculty FTE by having courses within the Journalism major (with lower numbers of students) offered less frequently. 
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
