2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

· High level of adaptability to new technology and a commitment to continual learning

· Understanding of the need for innovation, creativity and change

The computer field changes so rapidly and continuously that these objectives can only be met by an equally rapid and continuous revision of the program.

3. Rationale:

This represents the ninth major curriculum revision since the MCS program was founded 24 years ago in 1979. These revisions are vital for the program to remain viable and meet the expressed needs of regional business and industry.
