2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives: 

One of the university’s stated strategic goals is that UW-Whitewater will deliver state of the art programs and services, specifically academic programs that are intellectually challenging, current, and dynamic.

This represents the ninth major curriculum revision since the MCS program was founded 24 years ago in 1979. These revisions are vital for the program to remain viable and meet the expressed needs of regional business and industry.
