When the MCS program was initiated in 1979 there was such an overlap between the MCS major requirements and the Computer Science minor requirements that it was impossible for MCS majors to minor in Computer Science. To serve those MCS majors who wished to minor in another computer area, this MCS with No Minor Emphasis (BS) was formed by requiring a carefully selected combination of Computer Science and Mathematics courses. For the past 24 years, this major has proven to be quite popular.

Recently, Computer Science has added a number of new offerings and it is now possible for MCS majors to minor in Computer Science with no overlap. As a result, this special major is no longer needed. Students who would have chosen the MCS with No Minor Emphasis can now be served by choosing the BS MCS major and minoring in Computer Science, Mathematics, Web Site Development and Administration, or any of the other university approved minor programs.
