Justification:   The Integrated Science and Business major (ISBM) was formally initiated in fall 2000 with the first courses offered in fall 2001.  It is an interdisciplinary major that is shared between the College of Business and Economics and the College of Letters and Sciences.  The major is housed in the Department of Finance and Business Law owing to the fact that one of the two original program Coordinators were from that department.  The present Coordinator did not see any need to change the location since it is essentially a “free standing” major. Most of the courses in this major are offered through other departments and colleges, but there are three courses unique to the major: Integrated Science Management, Integrated Science-Business Senior Project, and Science-Business Internship.

To date, the unique ISBM courses in the College of Business and Economics have been offered with the College interdisciplinary prefix, “BEINDP”.  This has generated confusion with other programs which have used it (e.g., Liberal Studies).  The same prefix is also used for travel study courses and other purposes.  

To avoid confusion and to give this major a clear identity, we request that a new subject prefix be created for the Integrated Science and Business major: SCIBUS. 
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
