Course justification:  This was previously offered as 666-263 Individual Speaking Events which was dropped when the Department dropped the release time for the Director of Forensics in 1992.  Currently the Forensics program is continuing with the support of the Dean of the College of Arts and Communication, the only way a student earns credit for participation is through the Independent Study option.  As such, there is no distinction on the students' transcript to indicate their involvement in the Forensics program.  For Education Majors with an opportunity to coach forensics at any level, the official designation would prove beneficial in obtaining that coaching position.  It would also show prospective employees the student's willingness to communicate in a variety of situations.
Relationship to program assessment objectives: The Forensics program continues to provide an opportunity for our students to sharpen their communication skills through the development of speeches in Public Address and Interpretation, much like our internship programs and other practicum courses provide for "on the job" training.  With the improvement of their skills, there is a direct effect upon their poise and confidence in various communication contexts.
Budgetary impact: Currently there is no budgetary impact of this program for the Department of Communication.  The Director of Forensics receives a $2000 stipend directly from the Dean’s budget but no release time to administrate the program.  Travel funding is awarded through Student Segregated University Fee Allocation Committee.  We have been awarded $7400 for the 2003-04 academic year.
