2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

Preparing pre-service teachers in history and the social studies is a significant mission of the History Department; currently two-thirds of History majors are working toward degrees that lead to licensure in history and/or broadfield social studies.  The History Department is the primary Letters & Sciences department enrolling students seeking teacher licensure in the broadfield social studies; over the past 5 years 75-85% of students seeking broadfield social studies licensure have concentrated in.  The History Department collaborates with the College of Education to provide a full program of content area pre-service training for these students.  This course of study fully satisfies the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction (DPI) licensure requirements, as well as providing a course of study that meets DPI Model Academic Standards in History and the Social Studies.  Since UWW prepares the largest number of new teachers of any UW institution, the History Department’s participation in the secondary education history and broadfield social studies teacher education program is a significant element of UWW’s comprehensive program.  In this respect, the BSE majors within the History Department promote the College of Letters and Sciences’ mission to provide : “specialized and career oriented majors and minors and collaborative programs with other colleges.”  After deletion of this major the History Department will continue to offer two BSE majors leading to teacher licensure in History and Social Studies – the BSE History and BSE History with Social Studies Emphasis.

3. Rationale:

The BSE majors offered through the History Department prepare students to teach at the middle and high school levels (grades 6-12).   In addition to ensuring that our majors are prepared to teach history and social studies content in their classrooms, our BSE majors must meet Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction (DPI) licensure requirements.  DPI has been phasing in new licensure regulations over the past two years, with full implementation of the new requirements scheduled for December 2004.  In anticipation of this change, and in full consultation with the College of Education, the History Department revised its BSE majors effective Fall 2001.  The program structure at that time called for three BSE majors; one leading to licensure in History and two leading to licensure in Broadfield Social Studies.  This was consistent with the old licensure guidelines and, at the time, appeared to ensure flexibility in teacher preparation under the new guidelines.   Since that time DPI has re-interpreted the new licensure regulations (PI 34.02 and PI 34.29).  As a consequence, there is currently no pedagogical or professional justification for offering two BSE majors leading to a broadfield social studies license.

After reviewing the pedagogical and professional needs of our BSE pre-service teachers the History Department, in consultation with both Department of Curriculum & Instruction in the College of Education and the licensure division of the Department of Public Instruction has determined that the BSE History with Social Studies Emphasis will best prepare students for teaching and licensure.  Thus, we are requesting deletion of the BSE Social Studies with History Emphasis.

4. Cost Implications:

None – students who would have declared in this BSE Social Studies major will, in virtually all cases, register for the BSE History with Social Studies emphasis.  The only difference will be an increased student demand for History 499, the senior seminar, which was not required to complete the degree that is being deleted.  The department will adjust to this through regular scheduling of history course rotations.
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
