Adding the word “Beginning” before Country Western is in keeping with other

GP dance classes in the Dept. of HPERC.  It also clarifies the entry level of skill

addressed in the course.

B. When this course was approved by the Dept. of HPERC Curriculum Committee,

its sponsor Denay Trykowski inadvertently did not submit it with a General

Education designation.  The course addresses the Goals of General Education as

follows:

GOAL 2:
In this course, students are required to participate in one off-campus lesson activity whereby they apply learned classroom skills for Country Western dance in an authentic environment. They choose the setting, the time, and the specific location, and reflect on their cultural and social experience afterwards.

GOAL 3:
Students acquire an appreciation for the Country Western culture of the USA by participating in its music, song, and dance forms, both vintage and contemporary.  They also discern that associations with American Country culture are part of our cultural diversity.

GOAL 5:

Students are required to effectively write about and talk about their outreach experiences, and compare them to what they are accustomed to in an academic classroom culture.

GOAL 7:
Although Country Western dance forms are generally not viewed by society as a fine art, students have several opportunities to perform and create Country dancing in class, to view themselves with video playback, and to make honest self assessments and aesthetic value judgements about their level of effort and skill

GOAL 9:
While students are practicing dance movements that are specific to Country Western Line dancing, Partner dancing, and solo dancing, they learn that these movements, evolving and borrowing from other dance cultures, contribute to a sense of well being, elevated mood, rhythmic accuracy and timing, relaxation, and social responsibility.

COURSE DESCRIPTION/CONTENT:  This introductory course presents contemporary forms of Country Western dance, selected from lines, and partner dances.  The majority of content will be line dances.  Lecture/discussion format will be combined with activity.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:  The student will:

1.
practice and perform rhythms, movement patterns, footwork, and partner and group relationships used in CW dance.

2.
practice stylistic differences.

3.
know CW dance floor etiquette.

4.
create and perform social dance movement in CW style.

5.
become aware of program perspectives for application in educational, public, leisure, recreational, and social settings.

6.
attend on or off-campus dance events as designated by instructor, as available.

7.
identify terminology & vocabulary associated with CW dance.

EVALUATION:  Participation in movement activity constitutes attendance, and is the most important criteria for learning and evaluation in this course.  Excessive absences will negatively affect one's grade.  In a semester course meeting 2 times per week, more than 3 absences is excessive.  Medical reasons for observing without participation (sitting out) are honored, AND will receive 1/2 attendance credit.  When absent, the student is responsible for making up all missed work.  Excused absences are only for religious observances and university sponsored academic or athletic field trips.  2-week written, advance notice is required for excused absences.

Document it in a typed/wp’d, double-spaced paragraph (min. 3/4 page, NOT COUNTING TOP MARGINS!!!!, Side margins no wider than 1 inch!!!!, Font = 10, 11, or 12-point).  Include date & place of event, the kind of activity attended, & describe how you participated, your comfort level, which dances you learned, & attach any handouts and cue sheets available. (As resources in your search, use the Internet, CW radio stations, telephone calls to clubs and bars, etc., whatever is necessary).



Outreach activity should be completed  before Week 15, and typed paper is DUE no later than MAY 6.

The following footwear is NOT appropriate for this course: sandals, hiking shoes/boots, running shoes, cross-training shoes, other thick-soled or stiff athletic shoes, & any shoe with a marking or scratching sole.  Baggy pants and trousers are not permitted.  Pants must not be dragging the floor, but should reach no longer than the bottom of the ankle.  Pants with “baggy crotch”, be they shorts or trousers, are not permitted.  Excessively baggy T-shirts are not permitted.   T-shirts, if not tucked in, must not be longer than bottom of hip line.  “GRUNGE” apparel is not appropriate in this class.  Shorts and athletic apparel are permitted, if they meet the above criteria.  However, dress to sweat. Layering works best.
