II. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or College/Department goals and objectives 

This course prepares students to meet their responsibilities as recreation professionals in a variety of community settings, and promotes professional competencies for recreation professionals as identified by National Parks and Recreation Association (NRPA) and American Association of Leisure and Recreation (AALR).

III. Rationale
This course creates an important awareness for students of the legal implications and situations involved in their chosen career.  As Recreation and Sport professionals, they will be held responsible for a variety of legal aspects including those related to safety, risk management, personnel, and contracts.  This course provides information specific to professionals in Sport and Recreation who must have an awareness of the inherent characteristics of Sport and Recreation activities that may cause concern in a litiginous society.
