Overview of Curriculum Revision

Department of Special Education
The Department of Special Education is requesting significant revision to the categorical licensure program due to changes in PI 34, which governs licensure standards in special education for the state of Wisconsin. As a result, the program must revise to allow for Cross-Categorical Licensure as well as specialization within the traditional sub-majors previously offered (Cognitive Disability, Emotional/Behavioral Disorder, and Learning Disability). All other special education programs in Wisconsin are similarly impacted and have made the relevant program changes. (Appendix A provides examples of the course and licensure sequences created by sister institutions across the state.)

The resulting changes required the elimination of the six sub majors related to the traditional categorical programs and reduced the sub majors in special education to two. In addition, the non-licensure special education minor was impacted. A total of 7 Form 2 are included to address these changes. In addition, the licensure sequence for Adaptive Physical Education (860 License) was impacted. This sequence is not a minor or certificate currently and does not require a Form 2. The course selection sheet for the 860 license has been revised in collaboration with the Department of Health, Physical Education, Recreation and Coaching. 

Additional consultations were conducted with the Chairs of  the Department of Curriculum and Instruction and Educational Foundations Department. Both of these departments are negatively impacted due to some loss of enrollment due to realignment of the special education curriculum to meet the WI Department of Public Instruction Cross Categorical Standards as well as the Council for Exceptional Children national standards of practice. Each of these departments was provided an impact report as a part of the consultation process. (See Appendix B for a copy of these reports.)

A significant number of Form 3 and Form 4 forms are included in this program revision. A master list is included to insure the curriculum committees and graduate committee have all appropriate documents.
